Based upon the following justification, the proposed procurement action described below is being utilized pursuant to the authority of Section 11-35-1530 (1) of the South Carolina Consolidated Procurement Code.

An IFB does not meet the needs of the agency nor the State in dealing with the multiple of diverse and complex technical requirements of this requisition.  Examples:  A pure bid format will not meet the specifications of this requisition because there are numerous variables:  site inspection, methods to dispose of the current tower, safety issues, loading and unloading the crane at the tower, potential for different tower designs and thus different implementation schedules, radiation pattern, de-icing,  “Check-out and Proof of Performance” standards will be different for each type of system submitted by the Offerors and the option equipment requested.  In selecting a contractor to provide an FM Antenna System for SCETV, it would be advantageous to consider factors other than just cost.  Additional factors to be considered are Technical Qualifications, Qualifications and Experience, offeror's proposed products and services, Implementation Schedule and how they respond and relate to the requirements listed in the RFP, and financial capabilities of the Offerors.  Factors of this nature can best be expressed and evaluated through the use of a competitive sealed Request for Proposal.
